3. Chair’s update
The Chair reported that the Commission’s 2008 Annual Review had been presented to OBSG and OB and that the report had received a positive response at both meetings. The Chair reported back on feedback from the members of the OB. Overall the Chair said that the report had received positive messages of support from the OB. The chair also explained the events planned to present the findings of the Annual Review to a wider audience.

5.  Annual Review 
Commissioners were asked to give their key messages from the Annual Review. The key messages were grouped into the following broad areas:

· Communication
The main points from the discussion were that:

· Carbon is important to London 2012.

· London 2012 should ensure that people using the 2012 brand demonstrate sustainability standards

· Communication- there are plenty of good news stories about London 2012 and sustainability which are not communicated

· Process and reporting are very important, especially as there are so many bodies involved in the Games.
6.  Legacy 

The Chair explained that the broad definition of a sustainable legacy which currently appears on the CSL website was written when the Commission was first established in 2007. Now that we have a much clearer idea as to what the legacy could look like we need to update the Commission’s vision of a sustainable legacy both so that we can articulate this in public and so that it can be a guide for the Commission’s work.  
The Chair will bring together the detailed notes from the session and circulate for further discussion at the next meeting. 
7.  Effects of the Economic Downturn
The Commission had an open session to discuss the effects of the current down turn and the recovery in the context of the Commission’s work. The following points were raised during the discussion: funding and sponsorship for the Games, employment and training in the 5 Host Boroughs, volunteers, land values and sustainability in private sector companies.
