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1. Declarations of Interests
There were no new declarations of interest.

2. Minutes of previous meeting / matters arising
Minutes agreed with the inclusion of an action to contact social NGOs
3. Chair’s update
The Chair reported on the following issues. CSL and the London Health Commission had held a successful round table meeting as a precursor to the CSL Health Review. The Chair had had a very positive initial meeting with Andrew Altman the CEO of the OPLC. Issues discussed included the challenges facing the OPLC, the village and CSL’s view of the three big wins for a sustainable legacy for which the Chair’s suggestions were carbon, integration of the Olympic Park into the community and waste issues.  

In terms of LOCOG there had been much discussion on the LOCOG Procurement Review. CSL had also met with LOCOG regarding the LOCOG Lifetime Plan and Sustainability Strategy. 
Overall the Chair reported that he considered CSL was continuing to be influential and that meetings between CSL and the delivery bodies were generally positive.  

Reappointment/Recruitment

The Chair thanked all the Commissioners for their contribution to the Commission so far and expressed his sincere hope that everyone would chose to renew their contracts and continue as Commissioners, subject to delivery body agreement. 
The Chair mentioned that the Commission would also be recruiting new Commissioners/Co-opted Experts as the Commission had a couple of gaps in its expertise for the stage that the London 2012 programme had now reached. Following discussion it was agreed that the Commission will aim to recruit new Commissioners/ Co-opted Experts with expertise in the following areas: Merchandise and Licensing, Diversity and Regeneration, large-scale Event Management, Public Transport, Behaviour Change and possibly an economist. 
4. Carbon update
The CSL Carbon Paper has now gone to OBSG. There have been extensive discussions on the issue and the delivery bodies have now decided to mitigate the residual London 2012 footprint by influencing public behaviour.  CSL, in its report, recommended that actual carbon measurement of a major venue be undertaken. The ODA and GOE are now discussing this and CSL is hopeful it may be done.  More research work also needs to be done on embodied impacts and the CSL report recommends the establishment of a British Standard on best practice design and construction taking embodied impacts into account. A government department needs to take responsibility to development of this and resource it. The carbon story needs to be communicated simply and positively. CSL will publish its Carbon Report by the end of 2009. Overall CSL is reasonably satisfied with the carbon story; realistic progress is being made in the right direction.
5. HFCs

In June the OB approved the London 2012 HFC Policy which creates a presumption against the use of HFCs. The policy has recently been published on the London 2012 website. 
6. Reviews
Food – Jane Durney reported that the majority of the interviews for the food review had been completed and that Jane and Jonathan Pauling had attended the London 2012 Food Advisory Group and Jane would be visiting the catering facilities at Broxbourne. The construction food story is very good, the ODA have set standards for sustainability as well as food safety and hygiene and are looking at developing an award scheme for construction caterers. For Games-time the Food Advisory Group has been established to bring in industry representatives. The main food sponsors – Coca Cola, McDonalds and Cadbury have been doing some interesting work in terms of carbon and other impacts. CSL is waiting for the publication of the London 2012 Food Vision to incorporate this into the report. LOCOG and the Food Advisory Group are also producing a Food Charter due to be published in Spring 2010. 
Waste – The waste review is a step behind the food review. Procurement has been undertaken to obtain consultancy support. Initial meetings have been conducted with more to come and a full site visit will be undertaken to meet with Veolia and other contractors.  CSL will also meet the LDA and GLA and LWRAB on waste to energy, LOCOG on the zero-waste to landfill target and temporary overlay and infrastructure issues. 
7. Commissioner Feedback
The Commission offered its congratulations to Jonathan Pauling on his recent wedding and to Emily Brennan and Neil Taylor on the recent arrivals of babies Selva Brennan and Ruby Taylor.
8. London 2012 Sustainability Plan Update and Programme Reporting
The 2009 London 2012 Sustainability Plan will be more than an update, rather a reissuing or restatement of the Plan. It will include more information on carbon, food, air quality and health and will have more details on the role of CSL. 
Jonathan Turner gave a presentation on the progress made by the delivery bodies against CSL recommendations, from Thematic Reviews and the 2007 Governance Review. The progress made shows that CSL’s recommendations are being taken seriously by the delivery bodies and acted upon. The Chair reports slow or unsatisfactory progress to OBSG. CSL also has credibility with the NGOs and London 2012 and acts pragmatically, openly and reasonably and bases its comments on objective evidence and has a policy of no surprises.  CSL will include a section on its own achievements in its 2009 Annual Review
Venues 
Jonathan Turner gave a presentation on the sustainability of the main London 2012 venues. 

There was some discussion of targets and whether targets set in 2005 would seem robust in 2009 or 2012. 

9. Forward Planning and Communications

The Chair introduced the CSL forward work plan and talked through the planned CSL outputs for the next 3 – 4 years. The Chair explained the concept of a snapshot report and there was discussion of some of the planned reports. The need for an Inclusion Report in 2010/2011 was discussed. 
In terms of the CSL communications plan, Deborah Morrison presented the plan. The need for communications to be accessible was discussed, as was the need to use social media; the Chair has continued with his blogs.  The possibility of joint communications work with other organizations such as the professional bodies was covered. 
10. Defra- Inspiring Sustainable Living Objective
Matt Sowrey, from Defra, presented on the work Defra are undertaking on the London 2012 objective for which they are responsible - ‘to inspire sustainable living’. 

11. Tour of the Olympic village 
The meeting ended with a visit to the Olympic Village and a presentation from Lend Lease and Westfield.
