1. Tour

The meeting began with a tour of the White Water Centre, led by Simon Ricketts, Manager of Lee Valley White Water Centre. 
2. Introductions and welcome

The Chair opened the meeting, welcoming all Commissioners.

3. Declarations of Interests

There were no new declarations of interest.

4. Minutes of previous meeting / matters arising 
The minutes of the April 2011 meeting were agreed. 

5. Chair’s update
Tickets 

The Chair (SM) highlighted recent media coverage on the issue, and outlined a discussion that he had held with LOCOG Commercial Team (Chris Townsend) relating to fairness of the process. 
Torch 
The Chair outlined the situation that had arisen following EDF and LOCOG’s announcement that they had failed to achieve a low carbon option for the torch. The Commission had released a statement, and the position had received extensive media coverage. The issue of a low carbon cauldron remains on the horizon. 

London Assembly legacy session 
The Chair noted that the London Assembly had questioned OPLC about their future plans for legacy.  It was noted that the reaction to the Commission had been positive. The Chair also reminded the group that OPLC were inheriting a Park where key early decisions by the ODA meant that it was not as carbon efficient as it could have been. He also reminded the group that the session had been a public one.
Media 
The Chair briefly outlined the significant ramp up in coverage that the Commission had received recently. 

Sponsor activity 
The Chair outlined some positive measures on the part of the Games sponsors, highlighting in particular the McDonalds announcement on uniforms and Coca Cola’s announcement on their biomethane fleet. 

Plastic bags 
ES provided an update on the situation regarding LOCOG’s decision on plastic bags for the Games. She highlighted the Commission’s view that there is no ideal solution, and that LOCOG is still making the final decision. 
Active Travel 
The Commission had been informed that the Active Travel programme will not now be launched until September.
